a. The Ba n-KdrsptioA Guidelines and this Appendix apply with respect to
procurement under Bank Investment Project Financing operations.

consultant, nominated manufacturer or supplier, or nominated seraeielgr; in respect of such contract, and (ii) entering into an

addendum or amendment introducing a material modification to any existing contract.

A nominated swzontractor, nominated consultant, nominated manufacturer or supplier, or nominatedmewttsr (different names

are used depending on the particular bidding document) is one which has been: (i) included by the bidderdoaltiqaton

application or bid because it brings specific and critical experience and-hmewhat allow the idder to meet the qualification

requirements for the particular bid; or (ii) appointed by the Borrower.

Inspections in this context usually are investigative (i.e., forensic) in nature. They involfiediang activities undertaken by the Bank

or persons appointed by the Bank to address specific matters related to investigations/audits, such as evaluating theareracity of
allegation of possible Fraud and Corruption, through the appropriate mechanisms. Such activity includes but is notdicoieding

and examining a firm's or individual's financial records and information, and making ¢bpikeof as relevant; accessing and
examining any other documents, data and information (whether in hard copy or electronic format) deemed relevant for
the investigation/audit, and making copies thereof as relevant; interviewing staff and other relevant individuals;
performing physical inspections and site visits; and obtaining third party verification of information.
