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estoration of Malam Jabba Chairlifts/SKki Resort

n an attempt to restore one of the largest and

oldest ski resorts fallen prey to the wave of

terror in recent years, Tourism Corporation
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa leased Malam Jabba Ski
Resorttoaninternational companyin 2014.
The initiative was aimed at reconstructing the
resort and reopening it for the general public to
help promote tourism in the area. The revival plan
featured a four-star hotel, a chairlift, a cable car, an
ice skating rink, snowboarding facilities and ski
slopes for national and international tourists. Two
years later on September 1, 2016, it was formally
inaugurated by Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Chief Minister
Pervez Khattak. The newly-installed chairlift facility
has two 800-metre long skiruns for adventure

enthusiasts. Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf Chairman Imran Khan took the first ride up the mountain peak savoring a
breathtaking aerial view of the valley.

The long-awaited attraction invited an overwhelming number of tourists from across the country as the
once deserted hills reverberated with the lively chatter of eager crowds, awaiting the operational chairlift
to take rides on.

Blessed with a jaw-dropping scenery and pictorial beauty, Malam Jabba brims with tourism potential and the
revival of a state-of-the-art skiresortis sure to bring back business to the area.

The next phase of the project is fast underway and soon the resort will be opened for domestic and foreign ski
lovers. The project is expected to generate annual revenue worth millions of rupees.

Resting points along the Manglawar-Malam Jabba Road offering modern facilities to accommodate travelers|
will also be established which will send a positive message and draw attention of more people to travel to this
region.
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Exploring the Unexplored -
Kumrat Valley

he land of endless possibilities supporting a terrain
that enchants the soulful wanderer to dig deeper and
undertake an expedition to explore its hidden gems.
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa has for long been overshadowed by
doubts and misperceptions. However, all that has changed
since the present provincial government took the reins and
initiated projects that aim towards revival and recognition of
the region.
